Ponies 13.2hh and under. Riders 12 years and under. Any breed, plaited or
unplaited. Any suitable bit. Will be expected to walk and trot.

Class 3 BEST TURNED OUT (ridden or in-hand, can be led)

Judged on the combination turnout of pony and rider/handler. Ponies will be
asked to walk only.

Class 4 BEST CHILD HANDLER

Will be expected to do short individual show at walk and trot with standing
up for judge.

Class 5 BEST VETERAN PONY

Ponies to be 15 years or older. To be judged on soundness, condition, furn out
and way of going. Special award for best 20-24 yo and Over 25 yo.

Class 6 BEST COLOURED PONY

Open to coloured ponies that are not bay, black, brown, chestnut or grey. To
be judged on; conformation, turn out and way of going.

Class 7 BEST NON-COLOURED PONY

Open to non-coloured ponies that are bay, black, brown, chestnut or grey.
To be judged on; conformation, turn out and way of going.

Class 8 BEST RESCUE PONY

Please provide a short story about your pony with your entry form for the
judge.

Class 9 HANDY PONY
Will be asked to walk, trot, canter and jump a small jump.
Class 10 FANCY DRESS (to be judged by a celebrity)

Class 10 NURSERY JUMPING (can be led or assisted)
