Do not leave your horses tied up unattended please do not let 
your horse or pony dig holes and destroy the field 


Strictly NO lunging


Dogs to be kept on leads at all times 


Please Clean up after your horses poo!! Carpark / Field there 
are skips available


Do not muck out your Horseboxes or trailer leaving the poo! 


Any Stallions must be ridden/Handled by a competent person minimum age of 14

All Riders to wear Correctly fitted headgear PAS015 or Higher whilst mounted 
anywhere on the show ground.

Handlers under 16 are required to wear a riding hat with safety harness fastened at all 
times. 

Anyone riding on the premises must wear correct footwear. 

Anyone riding on the property do so at their own risk. The owners of the property are 
not responsible for any accident or injury. 

Spurs are permitted for over 16 years Old riders only. 

Children under 16 Must be supervised at all times

TO THE SIDE OF HORSE BOXES OR TRAILERS
