All Horses/Ponies to be 5 years & over.
Dressage:  BE100 TEST 102 (2016)
Show Jumping:  max 105cm/3’5” (max 2 upright/rising spread at full height rest max 100cm)
Cross Country:  max 100cm/ 3’3”. Optimum speed - 475m/m


CLASS 3     90 cm
All Horses/Ponies to be 5 years & over.
Open to horses/rider combinations that have no British Eventing grading points (foundation points permitted) 
Dressage:  BE90 TEST 97 (2016)
Show Jumping:  max 95cm/3’1” (max 2 upright/rising spread at full height rest max 90cm)
Cross Country:  max 90cm/ 2’11”. Optimum speed - 450m/m
